(d) provide required assistance to the training and research institutes for development of
training and research programmes for stakeholders including Government functionaries
and undertake training of faculty members of the State level training institutes;

(e)  provide assistance to the State Governments and State training institutes in the formulation
of State level policies, strategies, disaster management framework and any other assistance
as may be required by the State Governments or State training institutes for capacity-
building of stakeholders, Government including its functionaries, civil society members,
corporate sector and people's elected representatives;

(f) develop educational materials for disaster management including academic and
professional courses;

(g) promote awareness among stakeholders including college or school teachers and students,

technical personnel and others associated with multi-hazard mitigation, preparedness and
response measures;
